Exhibitors must specify their dog’s obedience jump height on entry form for classes with jumps.
Dogs will be separated by jump height and run in ASCENDING order starting at 4".

Dogs without jump heights on entry form will be judged at the end of the class.

VETERANS, offered Friday only. The Veterans class will be for dogs that have an obedience title and are at least 7 years old on
the date of the trial. The exercises will be performed and judged as in the Novice class.

OBEDIENCE TEAM, offered Saturday only. The Team class will be for teams of any four dogs that are eligible. Entry fee is $15 per
dog/team member ($60 per team). Five dogs may be entered, one to be considered an alternate for which no entry fee will be
required. The same four dogs will perform all exercises. Dogs may be handled by the owner or any other person, need not be entered
in another class at the same trial, and need not have obedience titles. A separate entry form must be completed in full for each dog
entered. No dog may be entered on more than one team. When entering please designate a TEAM NAME on each team members’
entry form to allow for catalog numbering.

OBEDIENCE BRACE, offered Sunday only. For two dogs (including dogs listed with AKC Canine Partners) of similar height at the
withers that are eligible under these regulations and capable of performing the Novice exercises. The dogs need not be owned by
the same person but will be handled by one handler. Dogs may be shown unattached or coupled. A separate official entry form must
be completed in full for each dog entered, please send entry forms together. Either or both dogs in Brace may be entered in another
class or classes.
